The article explains the multifactorial model of the psychological structure of creativity, analyzes the main approaches to the study of the structural parameters of creativity, identifies the individual characteristics.
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Kurilova T. P. RELATIONSHIP OF THE CREATIVE EXPRESSION AND THE MENTAL HEALTH OF PRESCHOOLERS // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2014. № 3. Р. 21-25.

The relevance of this research is connected with the introduction of a new GEF for preschool institutions, which stipulates all conditions for healthy children and techniques recommended for this purpose. If you continue to use personal approach to each child, it is necessary to use innovative methods of diagnosis and adaptation support for every little chaild and correction of the state of young children becoming one of the first places during their stay in the institution.
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Nikolaeva E. I., Barkova A. R. THE RELATION OF THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE CHILDREN OF THEIR FIRST YEARS WITH PSYCHOLOGICAL CHARACTERISTICS OF THEIR MOTHERS // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2014. № 3. Р. 25-42.

In the article the variability of children's development from the birth to 8 months is analyzed. The longitudinal analysis was made of the mothers' notes of 8 children (4 boys and 4 girls) about the peculiarities of their children development. The dairy of child's development by Kasmins' (2008) were used as a example. The receiving data were translated into scores and were compared with mothers' attachment (Vereshagina, Nikolaeva, 2009) and emotional intelligence (Lusin, 2004) levels. It was shown that children develop in concordance with norm till 4 month, but later there is the variety of the beginnings of the different type of the behaviors. It was shown the significant connections the accelerated child's development with the mothers' attachment level. There are no significant connections between emotional intelligence and accelerated child's development.
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Vergunov E. G. METAPHOR OF JANUS-LIKE ACTIVITY. PART 1: QUANTITATIVE MEASUREMENTS OF THE CREATIVITY // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2014. № 3. Р. 42-56.

In the article the first stage of method's development of the nonverbal motivation to the activity assessment (including the creative one) is described. On this stage the description of the demands to the methods of measuring is offered. The researcher's problems during psychophysiological attempts to measure of creativity using quantitative methods are described.

On the basis of literary and own experience of creativity investigation the conclusion is drawn, that the prognostic aspects of the creativity is the motivation assessment to creative activity. The development of the method of nonverbal motivation assessment to creative activity (as a component of activity) is offered using metaphor of Janus-like activity.

As the stimuli were using original pictures-metaphors, which reproduce different aspects of Janus-like activity (in pilot project the metaphor cards from the model of «BASIC Ph» were used), and latent time records were made for each metaphors. For each subjectsepy method was equalized for individual complexity of tasks performance (in accordance with C. Hull's approach), the influence of social desirability on the reaction of choosing and the assessment of answers nonstability were made.
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Vergunov E. G., Nikolaeva E. I. METAPHOR OF JANUS-LIKE ACTIVITY. PART 2: SEARCH OF NONVERBAL METAPHOR FOR EVALUATION OF THE CREATIVITY // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2014. № 3. Р. 57-72.

In the article the second stage of method's development of the nonverbal motivation to the activity assessment (including the creative one) is described. It was the verification of the effectiveness of two variants of the test (paper and computer ones, pilot project). The subjects were the intellectual workers.

The typical problems of researcher who plans a psychophysiological experiment and then processes the data are described. The methods of this kind of problems decision using the approaches of Data Mining are discussed. Using the results of the first stage method development the stimuli were chosen: 16 nonverbal metaphors (pictures), which reproduce different aspects of Janus-like activity.

The technology of the test's performance both paper and computer variants was offered. The peculiarities of method are the stimuli: in pilot projects it was random choosing from 354 variances in two series.

All 354 variances are different, but equivalent ones. Total time of two series performances by subjects was some minutes. The latent time of choosing by subjects were registered for each metaphor. At the end of test performance nonstability of answers are assessed. The metaphors of professional activity of subjects of the same intellectual professions were discussed. Three latent variables: social desirability, representative and creative activity were described.

Using the results of this stage the next stage was prepared: the verification of test's scale consistency after the procedure in which 400 subjects will perform three series of the tests.
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Chukurov A. Y. ASPERGER SYNDROME: ART TEXT AND CULTURAL TRANSFORMATION OF XXI CENTURY // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2014. № 3. Р. 73-80.

We'll focus on the active presence of autism and, specifically, Asperger's syndrome, in the art of the XXI century. This article is devoted primarily to the analysis of certain aspects of the interaction between art and psychophysiology. All kinds of art pays tribute to autism in general or specifically Asperger's syndrome, indicating the underlying changes in the world culture. Infinite variability of bodily practices naturally leads us to the idea of the infinite variability of mental practices, thereby excluding from the field of culture the idea of deviance, or reducing it to the practice of law enforcement.

The process of perception of the city (including its architectural framework) has biological, social, cultural foundations, which appear in literary and art texts urbanism. The article explores some of the connections between the perception of the urban environment and a reflection of the city in works of art.
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Antonyan K. G. "ТНЕ CHARM OF BAD TASTE": TRASH, KITSCH, CAMP AS TRENDS // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2014. № 3. Р. 96-102.

The article is devoted to the problem of aesthetic taste in contemporary culture. Special attention is given to such areas as trash, kitsch and camp. These directions are presented as general trends of the "other" taste. Trash aesthetics more and more clearly manifests itself in contemporary culture. And, in addition, these phenomena are no longer marginal, and fit into the official canvas of culture. In the present leveled the concept of "good" and "bad" taste. "High" art can become part of the mass culture and "low" is turning into an elitist culture. It is concluded that that trash aesthetics is part of the global cultural trends. Deliberate use of elements of thrash aesthetics and reflective position of the recipient in relation to this kind of cultural sites can bring the trash, kitsch, camp in the field of elite culture.

Particular attention shall be given to the specific actor method of psychotechnics, allowing during the creation of the particularly difficult psychological image to maintain their mental health and to receive pleasure of artistic creation.
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Novikova N. P. IMPACT IMPRISONMENT FOR A WRITERS PERSONALITY (THE PROBLEM OF THE PSYCHOPHYSIOLOGY MODIFICATION OF CREATIVITY IN AN ISOLATED SPACE) // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2014. № 3. Р. 108-114.

This article is devoted to the study of the process of creative work in the isolated space. It compares the literary works, the conditions of imprisonment and psychophysiological state of three famous writers. Oscar Wilde, Jean Genet and Nikolai Chernyshevsky represent three ethnic groups: Anglo-Saxon, Romano-Germanic and Slavic. So one of the aims of the research is to display both similar and different points that characterize psychophysiology of creativity in these cultures. The typology of isolated spaces is also suggested in the article. It includes four main elements: the imprisonment; correctional and concentration types of camp and exile; home arrest; traumas and illnesses confining the freedom of creativity, but only the first type is described in the article. In conclusion, due to high mission of writers, the space of prison will be reassessed during the following study.
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Tsymbal A. V., Rodionov A. R. CURRENT APPROACHES IN ART THERAPY AND REHABILI-TATION // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2014. № 3. Р. 114-123.

Targeted and evidence-based impact on mental processes during rehabilitation and enhancement of cognitive functions is extremely interesting for psychologists and psychotherapists, as well as for brain researchers. Thereby art-therapy - an area where multidisciplinary interaction expected to be initiated by both the psychology, and the brain science. This article provides a review of the main approaches and classifications established in one of the most dynamically developing areas of psychotherapy - art therapy. The central topic of the review is a multidisciplinary nature of art therapy. Multidisciplinary character of foundations of art therapy, in our opinion, is the most important feature. It has to be recognized as an organizing element of the art therapy and used in the creation of new and revision of existing art therapy techniques. In the article an analysis of the basic principles of rehabilitation, different classifications, covering the vast majority of the known approaches and methods of art therapy, as well as an overview of the concept of art therapy are presented. Thus, we showed that interdisciplinary collaboration and multidisciplinarity play a key role at all levels of art therapy what is also recognized by the largest international and national art therapy societies. The collected material is proposed to consider, as a starting point in the study of art therapy by non-psychologist when an interdisciplinary and multidisciplinary collaboration is planning. 
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Shestakova K. N. ACTING PROFESSION IN THE CONTEXT OF SITUATIONAL APPROACH // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2014. № 3. Р. 123-128.

The aim of this research was to identify the typical vocational difficult situations encountered in the acting profession. Based on the literature review and analysis of previous studies was found that positive working conditions can be considered as factors of burnout. It is revealed that such indicators of work engagement as vigor and enthusiasm interfere with burnout, and the preoccupation activity, on the contrary, promotes its emergence. Also revealed the relationship of professional burnout actors and experiences crises of professional activity. The results of this research can be applied to a psychological assistance to representatives of an actor's profession, and also to counteraction to burnout in other professional groups.
