To achieve the goal were used the following methods: the Method of determining lateral preference in motor sphere Nikolaeva E. I., the Scale of anxiety Charles D. Spielberger in adapting Hanina, Questionnaire of aggression Buss - Darki. It is shown that a high level of aggressiveness is more common in right-handed than left-handed. The level of situational and personal anxiety is not significantly different in people with different types of handedness. Identify the relationship between the level of aggressiveness and the likelihood of developing cardiovascular disease. Do left-handers more likely than right-handers, there are diseases of the gastrointestinal tract. Patients with cardio diseases had the higher level of aggressiveness than patients with pathology of the gastrointestinal tract.

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Semennik T. I. THE LATERAL PROFILE OF THE 7-8 YEARS OLD CHILDREN WITH DIFFERENT LEVEL OF GENERAL AND NONVERBAL AND EMOTIONAL INTELLIGENCE // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2016. № 3. Р. 58-63.

The purpose of the study was to investigate the lateral profiles of boys and girls with different levels of nonverbal and emotional intelligence. The study involved 71 children aged 7-8 years, 36 boys and 35 girls. We used the following methods: M Luscher Test in the adaptation by Filimonenko (used prior to testing and at the end of it); Test J. Guildford adapted by J. I. Mikhailova; Standard progressive matrices by J. Raven; the profile of functional sensori-motor asymmetry. It was discovered that general and nonverbal intelligence is within the age norm. In children with left profile, general intelligence is higher than in the children of other groups. Children with the right profile have a higher intelligence than children with a mixed profile. Emotional intelligence in all children regardless of the profile is approximately at the same level. There is no connection between the level of General and nonverbal intelligence and level of emotional intelligence.

The aim of the study was to describe the characteristics of emotional intelligence of children subjected to physical punishment. Were applied the following techniques: questionnaires for children and their parents about methods of punishment and encouragement in the family; diagnosis of the development level of emotional intelligence older preschoolers; test anxiety Temml R. M. of Durkee, V. Amen; 5) family pattern. The study involved 17 children aged 5-7 years. It is shown that half of children are physically punished. With only one child, parents discussed problems. Correlation analysis of the responses of children and parents showed that the responses of adults and children are consistent only for physical punishment (correlation coefficient r=0,42) and discussion (r=0.68), in which the parent explains the reason for his displeasure of the child and teaches how to behave in a similar situation. Significant correlation was detected between the methods of punishment in the family and the anxiety of the child, the more likely that child is punished physically in the family, the higher the level of anxiety. The smaller the probability of physical punishment of the child, the higher their emotional intelligence. Correlation analysis between indicators of emotional intelligence and methods of promotion shows that the more the child is encouraged verbally, the higher the emotional intelligence.
